Girl’s Uniform Acceptable Styles

Walking Shorts: may be classic navy blue or khaki* and worn with an appropriate belt. Length needs to be
approximately three inches above the knee and may be no longer than knee length. Kindergarten students may wear
elastic waist shorts or slacks without belt loops, but belts must be worn with belt loops. Cargo shorts are not allowed.

Skirts, Skorts, Culottes, Dresses and Jumpers: may be solid classic navy blue, khaki*, or classic navy large plaid*.
Length needs to be approximately three inches above the knee and may be longer. Cargo skirts are not allowed.

Slacks: may be navy blue or khaki* and worn with an appropriate belt. Cargo pants are not allowed.

Shirts: should be solid white, red, or classic navy blue collared shirts, long or short sleeved, knit, or Peter

Pan collared blouse. School logo shirts are encouraged but are not required, with the exception of one red shirt with the
logo for Eucharist days, study trips, or other special occasions. No logos other than the School’s are acceptable. Shirts
must always be worn tucked in.

Skirts or Skorts: A-line, side pleated, or
full pleated. May be khaki*, classic navy,
or classic navy large plaid*.

Pants and Shorts: Plain-front, pleated, or elastic
(K only). May be khaki* or classic navy.

Dresses/Jumpers: Polo style (red or navy only), Side pleated, or
regular pleats (khaki*, classic navy, or classic navy large plaid*)

*NOTE: Classic Navy Large Plaid is a specific style of plaid, and is the only acceptable plaid for St. Mark’s uniforms.
Khaki must not be stonewash or beige. A sample of the correct khaki color is available in the office.
